from Father Jeff 

When I was in primary school, the darkest day of the year was always the day before school started. Especially as I 
got into high school, I wholeheartedly dreaded having to walk back into that florescent-lighted realm of Hades, hav-
ing to start all over again with new classes, new teachers, and new people in my classes (even if I knew them al-
ready).  There was not much to look forward to in school when I was a teenager, and so that day before school 
started signaled a time where my stomach would knot up.  My college and seminary years were not so dreadful, 
thankfully, but I sure remember that feeling of imprisonment as school rolled around in August.  For the past six 
years, I have been blessed in not worrying about the first day of school, since I’ve been out of seminary and none of 

my kids being school-aged.  

 

Yet. 

 

This year, my son Tai is beginning his educational career as he starts as a Pre-Ker at Park Elementary.  I have been 
gearing up for this for some time, and most of that preparation has been exciting. Tai has been ready for school for a 
while, but when we lived in Savannah, we never found any programs we could fully support.  Just the other day, Tai 
went into his room and wrote the entire alphabet on his own, with no prompting at all.  He has always been a social 
kid, and loves programs like Story Time at the Harris County Library and Sunday School at St. Nicholas because he 

gets to interact with other children and learn. This kid was made for school. 

 

We went and bought his new school clothes and backpack (in preparation for the Blessing of the Backpacks this Sun-
day!).  But in the excitement of this wonderful event for Tai, I can’t help but dread that day before school starts. It’s 
a different dread, though, one of a father sending his child out for the first time.  I am so confident in Tai and know 

he’ll be in good hands, but like many parents who have to learn to let go of their children, it still hurts a little.  

 

If we believe that God is our loving Parent, then we must also acknowledge that God feels the same way when God 
sends us out into the world. God is also confident in us and our abilities since we are part of God’s creation. And no 
matter how prepared we are, I imagine a bit of God’s heart breaks with both pride and uncertainty when we leave.  
Luckily for Tai, he will always have a place which to come home, whenever he soars or whenever he falls.  The 
same is true for us.  God lets us go, God lets us grow up. God always provides us a home with which to return when-

ever we soar and whenever we fall, too. 

 

So when I remember that, my dread diminishes. Tai will be OK. So will I.  And so will we, with God as our loving 

Parent.

Is God Calling You? 
    

   As St. Nicholas moves to two services, the need for those 
who lead our prayers and serve at God’s altar has increased.  The 
ministry of a Lay Eucharistic Minister (LEM) during the worship 
services is a wonderful ministry of leadership.  Lay people are the 
primary ministers of the Church and the role of the LEM highlights 
this.  A LEM’s role is to be a reminder that the priest is not the only 
minister, and the way a LEM does this is by serving at the altar.  
LEMs support the ministry of the priest, just as the priest supports 
the ministry of the LEM.  Both are up there together to serve one 
another as a sign of God’s love and service to us as God’s people.  
Any parishioner who is a confirmed member of St. Nicholas may 
be a LEM.  Those who are in the process of being confirmed may 
also be considered. 

 

   There is nothing mysterious or difficult about becoming an LEM.  The most important qualities a 
candidate can have are the ability to discern God’s call and a willingness to serve.  In the Diocese of At-
lanta, a LEM is trained locally by the priest and licensed by the Bishop.  LEMs are to be licensed every 
three years. 
 

   Father Jeff trains candidates well and has been known to quietly and gently whisper instructions 
to LEMs who develop amnesia and forget something during the service?and there isn’t a one who has-
n’t gratefully received these directions.   
 

   Serving as an LEM gives the feeling of a closer connection with God and with your fellow church 
members.  Take a moment.  Sit quietly and listen.  Is God calling you?
